DEED OF EASEMENT

THIS DEED OF EASEMENT, made this 24th day of June, 2007 by and between The Village at Woods Edge, a Virginia Corporation, grantor, and the City of Franklin, Virginia, a municipal corporation, grantee, hereinafter called “the City”:






WITNESSETH:


That for and in consideration of the sum of ONE DOLLAR ($1.00) and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt whereof is hereby acknowledged, the grantor does hereby grant and convey unto the City, its successors and assigns, the following described easement, to-wit:

A permanent utility easement to erect, install, construct, remove replace, reconstruct, maintain, operate and use electric transmission lines as the City may, from time to time require, upon, across and over the following described tract or parcel of land to-wit:

A 30 foot wide utility easement beginning from the edge of the right of way and approximately 987 feet, parallel to North High St., and located on Tax Parcel 040-156-2 all as shown on that certain sketch attached to this deed of easement, reference being made to the sketch for a more particular description of the easement granted herein.

The facilities constructed hereunder shall remain the property of the City. The City shall have the right to inspect, rebuild, remove, repair, improve and relocate the facilities constructed in the above-described easement area and to make such changes, alterations, substitutions to or extensions of its facilities as the City may from time to time deem advisable, including the right to increase or decrease the number of wires.

The City shall at all times have the right to trim, cut and keep clear all trees, limbs, undergrowth, roots and other obstructions along said easement area that may endanger the safe and proper operation of its facilities.


For the purpose for which this easement is given, the City shall have the right of ingress to and egress from the lands on which the easement is granted in such a manner as shall occasion the least practicable damage and inconvenience to the grantor.



The grantor covenants that it is seized of and has a right to convey the said easement; that the City shall have quiet and peaceable possession, use and enjoyment of the aforesaid easement and that the grantor shall execute such further assurances thereof as may be required.
