JOB SUMMARY:  The Franklin Southampton Community Development Department seeks a full-time Environmental Compliance Officer.  This position has as its primary role administering, inspecting, and enforcing environmental regulations, including erosion and sediment control, stormwater management, and floodplain regulations throughout our 610 square mile jurisdiction.  Duties also include inspections with regard to nuisance and zoning complaints, review of site and subdivision plans, and a wide range of public contacts. 
Essential Functions

· Strong customer-service focus including:

· Ability to enforce codes and ordinances with firmness, tact, and impartiality.  

· Ability to help customers/contractors understand requirements and achieve compliance.
· Ability to work outside inspecting commercial properties under construction, walking and driving in sometimes difficult terrain in varying weather conditions.

· Proficiency in the operation of standard office equipment including GPS addressing equipment and GIS maintenance.  
· Ability to gather facts, analyze information, formulate solutions and good record keeping, that are in compliance with applicable rules, regulations, and approved plans with limited oversight.  Ability to make decisions in the field as necessary with limited oversight.
Required Qualifications

· Must maintain valid Driver’s License.

· Minimum Associate’s degree with environmental/construction focus.  Prefer Bachelor’s degree in engineering, hydrology, environmental science, planning, or related field, or relevant combination of education and experience.  Experience in construction plan review, site construction, hydrology, environmental management, or floodplain management considered a plus.  Current certification as Virginia certified erosion and sediment control inspector, stormwater inspector or stormwater plan reviewer, or certification in the North Carolina stormwater management program, may be substituted for education or experience.
· Conducts visual and physical inspections, examines and evaluates land disturbing activities for compliance with local E&S Ordinances and VSMP permit compliance.

· Coordinates E&S control and VSMP compliance with contractors, residents, businesses and various government agencies.
· Interprets the City/County Erosion and Sediment Control Ordinances and Virginia Stormwater Management Program (VSMP) regulations.

· Update records, databases and daily inspection logs.

· Safely navigate around construction site and adhere to all safety requirements.

· Work under extreme weather conditions at all times of the year.

· Establish and maintain effective working relationships.
· Must attain both the Virginia Erosion and Sediment Control and Stormwater Management Inspector certification within twelve (12) months of hiring.
